Hong Kong has 8 statutory universities and several other HE
institutions including post-secondary education colleges, institutes of
technology and community colleges.
Generally speaking having 3 A-Level pass is sufficient to get into most
universities in Hong Kong, however, some will ask for specific grades
and subjects.
Statutory universities tend to charge international students in the
region of HK $120,000 to HK $135,000 (£11,259.84-£12,667.32).
Private post-secondary colleges of education can charge fees of around
HK $55,000 (£5,160.76).
All visitors who do not have a right of abode in Hong Kong are required
to apply for a student visa.
